Language that Cares — A message
from Torbay Council’s Children’s

Have you or your child ever been in a
meeting with staff from Children’s Services
and not always understood everything that’s
being said? Perhaps the professionals are
using words or phrases you‘ve never heard of
and they don't explain what they mean.

That’s what some of the feedback has been
from young people and parents we've spoken
to. This has prompted us to agree a new
Language that Cares policy so that all staff
know they need to use words and phrases
that are easy to understand, compassionate
and non-judgemental.
