Dear Parents & Carers,
Welcome to the final term of the academic year! Where has the time gone? We hope you all enjoyed a restful Easter break. It has been wonderful to welcome your children back, ready for an exciting summer term.
This term, our learning will include fascinating topics such as Living Things in Science (covering digestion, teeth, and food chains). In History, we will explore the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings, and in DT we will be getting creative with hands-on projects! Alongside this, we have engaging lessons planned in Maths, English, Computing, French, PSHE, and RE. Later in the term, we will also enjoy some outdoor activity days. Warm Weather: 
As the weather warms up, please ensure your child comes to school prepared for sunny days. We recommend bringing a water bottle, wearing a sun hat, and applying sun cream before school. This will help keep everyone safe and comfortable during outdoor learning and play.
PE 
Year 4 PE days differ between classes this term:
- Cherry Class (Miss Pritchard and Mrs Scaife) – Monday and Thursday
- Hazel Class (Mrs Scaife and Mrs Griss) – Monday and Tuesday

Please ensure children come to school wearing their PE kit on these days. Swimming: Remember to pack swimming kits on your child’s allocated swimming day. Polite reminder: Earrings should be removed or covered with tape before school on PE days.
Reading and Homework
Please encourage your child to read at least four times a week at home and record this in their reading diary. Diaries should be brought in on Mondays for checking and kept in school for recording quizzes.
Multiplication Tables Check (MTC): This term, we will focus on times tables in preparation for the statutory MTC assessment. We will primarily use TT Rockstars, which simulates the check. If you have any issues accessing this, please let us know. The check consists of 25 questions, with 6 seconds per question, and takes about 5 minutes. It helps assess fluency in times tables up to 12 and informs us if extra support is needed. More details will follow closer to the time.
