Baptism—a ceremony that commits someone to 

living as a Christian.  

Trinity— Christians believe there are three parts 

to God. God the father, God the son and God the 

Holy Spirit and this is the trinity.  

Messiah—this is the title given to the saviour of 

humankind. For Christians, Jesus is the Messiah.  

Gospel—the word means ‘good news’ . There are 

4 gospels in the Bible and they tell us about the 

life of Jesus.  

Incarnation— the word means ‘made flesh’ . It is 

the Christian belief that God became a man in the 

person of Jesus.  

Holy Spirit— this becomes part of someone when 

they become a Christian and is a comforter, 

teacher and friend to them.
