Covid-19 — Stay Alert

The key message is still to stay alert which means you must stay at home as much as
possible, work from home if you can, limit contact with other people, keep at least 2 metres
apart from others if you go out and wash your hands regularly.

The message about symptoms now includes a loss of taste or smell as well as having a new
and continuous cough or a high temperature. In this case stay at home for 7 days if you live
alone, stay at home for 14 days if you live with others, including all household members.
Only use NHS 111 if your symptoms get worse or are no better after isolation. Guidance on
what to do while staying at home if you have suspected coronavirus can be found here by
clicking this link to the NHS website.
