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This week we’ve had a focus on our school value of respect. Our Monday assembly followed the story of Julia Don-
aldson’s giant as he donated items of his clothes to different animals in need. We used this to help children think
about others’ needs and others’ points of view. This level of empathy was a useful model for starting class discus-
sions about how respect looks in reality around school and out in the community and at home. Teachers then
spent time during the week exploring this in class and I've been able to incorporate these into our new and emerg-
ing Behaviour Policy.

| have continued to receive useful input and ideas from many of you which I’'m also incorporating into the draft
policy. One really lovely idea | received was an idea to help children be responsible. This idea is for each child in the
class to randomly select a child’s name. They must then each look out for their selected child over the course of
the day or week; taking responsibility for their care and happiness.

| hope you found Parents’ Evenings useful this week and had a good chance to see the progress your child is mak-
ing. Thank you to the teachers for their time. Although it makes for a long day | know they valued the conversa-
tions as that partnership with you at home is so crucial. Thank you for the parent questionnaires returned so far.
They help us to identify trends and to plan future improvements. If you haven't returned it yet or haven’t received
one there is still time.
