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Changes to Partial Opening from Wednesday 1% July

Dear Parents,

With more of you returning to work and needing a place for your child in school, we have
made the following changes to our partial opening with effect from tomorrow, Wednesday
1% July. This is in line with government guidance to ensure key worker children can attend
school.

e There will now be a bubble for each year for key worker children or vulnerable pupils
(KW/VP). These should be booked via the School Gateway. Each bubble is capped at
15.

e Year 1 will now be closed except for KW/VPs who can attend their own bubble.

These changes will take us through to the end of term.

Reception classes (Ash and EIm) will continue to be open to all pupils as normal on a part-
time basis as previously described. See below for dates up to and including 10" July.
KW/VPs in Reception will have to book into their bubble on the days their class is not in.

(NB. Wednesday 15t July is the last day for Reception children.)

The below drop off and collection times have been amended slightly to support better social
distancing at the gate. Please help us by endeavouring to drop off and collect promptly. If
you have more than one child in school you are welcome to drop off and collect at only one
time that’s convenient to your shift.
