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Key information

Sound is a type of energy created by
vibrations. The louder the sound, the bigger
the vibration. Pitch is a measure of how high or
low a sound is. Sounds can travel through
solids, liquids and gases and travels as a wave.

We need light o be able to see things. Light
travels in a straight line and when light hits an
object, it is reflected (bounces of f). If the
reflected light hits out eyes, we can see the
object. The surfaces that reflect light best
are smooth, shiny and flat.

Learning outcomes

For Sound, we will learn how sounds are made
through vibrations and how a sound fravels to
the ear. We will investigate patterns in pitch
and volume and also how sounds get fainter as
the distance from the sound source increases.

For Light, we will learn about why light is
needed in order to see things and that dark is
the absence of light. We will investigate how
light reflects from different surfaces and how
shadows are formed.
